During the trial, a selected panel
of expert assayers from the Goldsmiths’ Company, an
independent organization, examines a sample of coins
produced by The Royal Mint the previous year. The
coins are tested for weight, diameter, composition, and
design, verifying their compliance with legal standards
set by the Coinage Act and in Royal Proclamations. The
findings are reported to the King’s Remembrancer, who
presides over the trial on behalf of the Crown. The trial
concludes with an announcement of the verdict, con-
firming the quality and accuracy of the coinage.

This special auction by Stack’s Bowers Galleries
features an impressive selection of gold, silver,
and platinum coins tested in the 2023 Trial of the
Pyx. Comprising a wide range of categories, they
include numismatic classics such as the Sovereign
and Britannia series, as well as celebrations of
modern pop-culture icons including Harry Potter
and The Rolling Stones. This selection is particu-
larly noteworthy for spanning the numismatic
legacies of two monarchs — Queen Elizabeth I and
King Charles III - as well as many coins struck
to celebrate Her Late Majesty the Queens Platinum
Jubilee.

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The British Royal Mint

The British Royal Mint, with its origins dating back
over a thousand years, holds a significant place in the
annals of coinage. It ranks as the United Kingdom’s
oldest continually operating company and one of the
oldest mints in the world.

Its establishment can be traced to the reign of Alfred
the Great in the late 9th century when a mint was set
up in London. By the mid-13th century a clear organ-
isational framework existed for the monarch’s mint in
London consisting of a hierarchy of officers. From at
least the 1270s there was also a known location within
the Tower of London and the organisation became in-
creasingly well established and formalised. The Royal
Mint has played a crucial role in producing coins for
the realm and maintaining the integrity of the currency.
Over the centuries, it expanded and moved to various
locations, including Tower Hill, and the current state-
of-the-art facility in South Wales.

Throughout its history, The Royal Mint has had to
innovate to maintain relevance. In the 17th century,
the introduction of the screw press at the
Mint revolutionized coin production,
enabling greater consistency of produc-
tion. Later, steam-powered machinery

The Tower of London
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and advancements in metallurgy further enhanced ef-
ficiency and quality. The Royal Mint has also been re-
sponsible for establishing and refining coin standards.
The coinage reforms introduced in 1816 effectively es-
tablished the modern gold standard, and ensured that
gold coins contained a specified amount of gold. In
1971, the Mint played a vital role in decimalisation of
the British currency, marking a significant milestone in
the nation’s monetary system.

In addition to producing circulating coins, The Royal
Mint has a long tradition of crafting commemorative
and ceremonial coins. These special issues celebrate
important events, anniversaries, and national achieve-
ments. Notable examples include the commemorative
coins for the Olympics, royal weddings, and historical
milestones.

Today, The Royal Mint continues to combine centu-
ries-old craftsmanship with cutting-edge technology. It
is renowned for its commitment to excellence, produc-
ing coins of exceptional quality and design. With its rich

heritage, The Royal Mint remains a symbol of
British numismatic expertise and the legacy
of a minting institution that has shaped the
nation’s currency for centuries.

The Royal Mint’s custom-built facility on Tower Hill (1810)
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The Trial of the Pyx

The Trial of the Pyx is an ancient and rigorous
ceremony conducted by The Royal Mint to ensure the
accuracy and integrity of the nation’s coinage. Dating
back over 700 years, it is one of the oldest judicial cer-
emonies. Beginning in the 13th century, the quality of
the circulating coins produced by the Royal Mint came
under increased scrutiny by the monarchy. Periodically,
the then Master of the Mint was ordered to put aside a
select number of coins, which could then then be tested
for fineness and composition against the official stan-
dards. This procedure would evolve into the historic
Trial of the Pyx that remains an essential part of British
numismatics even today.

The Trial of the Pyx gets its name from the boxes in
which the coins are transported, which is derived from
the Greek word meaning “wooden box.” These wooden
boxes were originally stored in Westminster Abbey in
the Pyx Chamber. The composition of the coins was
tested against samples from a trial plate, a thin sheet
of metal produced in the official standard fineness. In
order to pass the trial, the coins had to be of the same
or higher quality compared to the trial plates. Several
magnificent trial plates survive from the earliest era of
the Trial of the Pyx and are housed in The Royal Mint
Museum.

Since 1871, the annual Trial has been held at
Goldsmiths’ Hall and presided over by the Worshipful
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Company of Goldsmiths. The total number of coins
evaluated during the Trial of the Pyx varies each year
depending on the number of coins produced by The
Royal Mint. Some Trials have included more than 50,000
coins for evaluation, reflecting a proportional sampling
of all the circulating, commemorative, and bullion coins
produced. This number is just a small fraction of the
more than 3.3 billion coins and blanks prepared by The
Royal Mint during an average year.

The ceremony is conducted around a large wooden
table in Goldsmiths’ Hall at which sits the King’s
Remembrancer, jurors, and employees from The Royal
Mint. The jurors are presented with 50-coin packets
and then distribute the coins into a series of copper and
wooden bowls, each of which designates a different type
of testing. Coins placed into copper bowls are eventually
taken for assaying by the Goldsmiths Company, who
has two months in which to conduct the evaluation.

A portion of the coins handled by jurors that are not
sent for assay are returned to The Royal Mint’s vaults to
be cataloged. It is coins from this selection that Stack’s
Bowers Galleries and The Royal Mint are presenting to
collectors through this historic auction presentation.
Every coin bears distinct evaluation marks associated
with the Trial of the Pyx, making each a truly unique
treasure.

The Worshipful Company of Goldsmiths

The Worshipful Company of Goldsmiths, commonly
known as the Goldsmiths’ Company, is one of the
ancient livery companies in the City of London. These
livery companies are ancient guilds or associations that
originated in the medieval period and were historical-
ly responsible for regulating their respective trades or
crafts. As such, the Goldsmiths’ Company originated
as a guild for goldsmiths and silversmiths and played
a crucial role in regulating the quality of craftsmanship

relating to precious metals— including specifically the
procedures of assaying and hallmarking. Today, the
Goldsmiths’ Company’s most visible role involves their
oversight of the proceedings of the Trial of the Pyx.
However, like many livery companies, the Goldsmiths’
Company remains involved in charitable and educa-
tional activities including the training of individuals in
the goldsmithing and silversmithing trades.

Goldsmiths” Hall

Goldsmiths’ Hall is a historic and prestigious building
located in the heart of London near St. Paul’s Cathedral
and serves as the headquarters of the Worshipful
Company of Goldsmiths. Goldsmiths’ Hall has a rich
history dating back to its original construction in the
early 19th century, with the current building completed
in 1835. The architecture of the hall is notable for its
classical and neo-Gothic design, featuring grand in-
teriors, high ceilings, heavy woods, and marble stair-

cases, reflecting the elegance and grandeur of its time.
Goldsmiths” Hall holds tremendous cultural and his-
torical significance in the United Kingdom, serving as
a symbol of London’s rich mercantile and craftsmanship
history. Today, Goldsmiths’ Hall remains most closely
associated with the annual Trial of the Pyx, which has
been hosted at the venue since 1871.

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The Assay Master

The Assay Master holds a prestigious position within
the Royal Mint, responsible for overseeing the accuracy,
quality, and integrity of precious metals used in coin
and medal production. They also ensure that The Royal
Mint adheres to laws, regulations, and industry stan-
dards governing assaying, hallmarking, and the produc-
tion of coins and medals. This role is closely tied to the
centuries-old tradition of assaying, which certifies the
purity of precious metals.

The Assay Master is actively involved in initiatives
focused on research and development, as well as new
minting technologies. This includes exploring new
testing techniques, improving production efficiency,
and addressing emerging industry challenges. They
also attend industry conferences, collaborate with other
mints, and provide expert advice on assaying and metal
quality-related matters. Outwardly, the Assay Master
represents The Royal Mint in official capacities and cere-
monies, both domestically and internationally—among
which is the historic Trial of the Pyx.

The King's Remembrancer

The King’s Remembrancer is a legal officer associated
with the Royal Courts of Justice in the United Kingdom
and holds a position of tremendous historical signifi-
cance. The position embodies traditions that date back
many centuries and is responsible for many administra-
tive and ceremonial aspects within the monarchy. While
the exact responsibilities have evolved over time, the
role currently maintains a focus on legal proceedings
and financial matters, acting as a conduit between the
monarchy and the British legal system.
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The King’s Remembrancer often presides over sig-
nificant ceremonial events including—most notably—
the Trial of the Pyx. Acting on behalf of The Crown,
the King’s Remembrancer oversees the proceedings
at Goldsmiths’ Hall during the trial, ensuring proper
conduct, maintaining standards, and contributing to the
integrity of the coinage produced by The Royal Mint.
The King’s Remembrancer is instrumental in upholding
both the legal and traditional aspects of the Trial of the
Pyx, ensuring that the assessment of coin quality follows
procedures with precision.

in April 2023 following a long term career at The Royal
Mint performing other duties. In discussing his new
role, Paul Morgan remarked that “It is an honour to
be appointed to the role of King’s Assay Master which
ensures the integrity of The Royal Mint’s products and
is as important today as it was in the time of Sir Isaac
Newton.”

The Trial of the Pyx is one of the most historic and rigor-
ous ceremonies used to evaluate a nation’s coinage. Critical to
the efficacy of this evaluation are the standards against which
the coins are tested and compared. Serving as the benchmark
for these standards are metal trial plates that are produced
in the official standard fineness from which samples can be
taken to compare against the coins on trial. In order to pass
the Trial of the Pyx, the coins have to be of the same or higher
quality compared to the trial plates.

The trial plates are initially cast into one large rectangu-
lar sheet and then cut into smaller individual portions. The
portions are held separately by several organizations and
each piece has a distinctive shaped edge, which serves as an
anti-fraud measure. When all the portions are brought back
together for an occasion like the Trial of the Pyx, the edges
can be matched up like the pieces to a jigsaw puzzle. This
confirms that the portions all originated from the same sheet
and have not been replaced with a lower standard of metal.

These trial plates are generally stamped or engraved with
the details of the alloy and when the plate was produced. His-
torical plates also sometimes featured an impression from the
die of a coin that was struck in that alloy. Several magnificent
trial plates survive from the earliest era of the Trial of the
Pyx dating back to at least 1477. These historic trial plates are
housed in The Royal Mint Museum and evoke the timeless
and mystical notions associated with the Trial of the Pyx.

To mark the historic nature of the 2023 Trial of the Pyx,
a special set of bespoke Trial Plate gold bars was produced
using gold sourced from the exact coins being assayed in the
trial. These coins, issued in 2022, were significant due to the

presence of both Queen Elizabeth II and King Charles III
on the obverses reflecting the change of monarchy partway
through the year. Following assay testing, the gold from these
coins was expertly crafted into bars that resemble the historic
trial plates used in the Trial of the Pyx ceremony for centu-
ries. These special bars represent the first time such treasures
have been produced or offered publicly to collectors.

The three different styles of gold bars reflect the three pri-
mary levels of fineness used by The Royal Mint to strike gold
coins, including 999.9 Fine, 999 Fine, and 916.7 Fine. A pair
of bars was produced in each fineness and separately stamped
with the effigy of each monarch including Queen Elizabeth
IT and King Charles III, echoing the die impressions some-
times featured on historical trial plates.

In addi-
tion, defaulting Buyers will be deemed to have granted to Stack’s Bowers, its affiliates and
assignees, a security interest in: (x) the purchased lots and their proceeds, and (y) such
sums or other items and their proceeds, in the possession of Stack's Bowers, its affiliates
or assignees, to secure all indebtedness due to Stack's Bowers and its affiliated companies,
plus all accrued expenses, carrying charges, seller’s fees, attorney fees, and costs, until the
indebtedness is paid in full. Buyer grants Stack’s Bowers the right to file a UCC-1 financing
statement for such items, and to assign such interest to any affiliated or related company
or any third party deemed appropriate by Stack's Bowers. If the auction invoice is not paid
for in full by the Default Date, a carrying charge of one-and-one-half percent (1-1/2%) per
month may be imposed on the unpaid amount until it is paid in full. In the event this inter-
est rate exceeds the interest permitted by law, the same shall be adjusted to the maximum
rate permitted by law, and any amount paid in excess thereof shall be allocated to prin-
cipal.
